Abstract: Theories of poststructuralism, postmodernism and postcolonialism have dominated the U.S.
humanities for almost half a century. As an indigenous theory of the U.S., postcolonialism, together with
British Cultural Studies, transform the Anglo-American academic scene of the humanities and impact fields
of social sciences.
