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ABSTRACT

The network society by which the media has been transforming is always
reconstructing the Community, and it also brings new challenges to individual identity. The
concept of "Gender Identity" itself confirms that "Transgender" is absent, and it always
constructs meanings by doing so. However, on the one hand, transgenders need to be faced
with the pressure of the conventional gender framework, and they can be easily
misunderstood and discriminated, which affects their daily life and interpersonal
communication. On the other hand, "Transgender" still lacks the attention of academics and
the general public, absent from the mainstream and public discourse.

This article takes transgender women Yao Niang for instance, and adopts the method
of network ethnography, from the perspective of semiotics of communication, mainly
focuses on the process of transgender individuals’ identity, the formation and identity
practice of transgender community, and the inter-relationships between the two above.

The study finds that, firstly, the identity of transgender individuals is a long-term
dynamic process, which may experience struggle, reflection and denial. Also, it is always
involved in various relationships, which promotes individuals to take different discursive
strategies to respond. Secondly, transgender community is the gatekeeper of individuals. It
not only has strict recessive conditions for individual’s access, but also facilitates
individuals to confirm the phase of identity consistency, in order to consider the
relationship between himself/herself and the community. Eventually, by deconstructing
"Transgender" from the perspective of semiotics of communication, at present, it still is
within or even consolidates the dual framework of "Gender". "Transgender" should beyond
"Gender", and the practice of identity should aim to explore the synergy between the mental

and the physical, in order to achieve a state of stability.
