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Abstract

In recent years, transgender people have begun to receive social attention. As a marginal group in
society, transgender people need to pay attention to their unique psychological and behavioral
problems. At the same time, compared with the normal population, the reasons behind the high
suicidal ideation of transgender people need to be clearly explained. Therefore, this paper dis-
cusses the stressors of transgender people’s unique experiences and sorts out the influencing fac-
tors of their high suicidal ideation, in order to provide some help for psychological intervention of
transgender people.
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
