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Abstract

Background: Non-Suicidal Self-Injury (NSSI) is a major mental and physical health concern for the
transgender population, and studies on transgender in China are limited. Aim: This study investi-
gated the prevalence and risk factors of NSSI in the Chinese transgender population. Methods: The
participants included 703 self-reported Chinese transgender individuals aged 18~51 (M = 27.2, SD
= 6.57), who completed an online survey. All participants responded to the Body Image Scale, Ro-
senberg Self-Esteem Scale, Transgender Social Discrimination Scale, Internalized Transphobia
Scale, Depression Anxiety Stress Scale-21, Transgender Community Belongingness Scale, and
NSSI-related questions. Results: The results demonstrated that 63% of participants had a history
of NSSI, and it was more prevalent among trans women, who also reported higher levels of anxiety
and lower levels of body satisfaction, community belongingness, and self-esteem. Participants
with a history of NSSI reported significantly more psychological symptoms. They also perceived
higher levels of social discrimination and internalized transphobia and lower levels of body satis-
faction, self-esteem, and community belongingness. Lower levels of body satisfaction and more
psychological symptoms statistically predicted NSSI history. Conclusion: The findings confirm that
NSSI is prevalent in the Chinese transgender population, indicating the need to eliminate social
discrimination, enhance self-esteem, and alleviate internalized transphobia with interventions
aimed at improving mental health and body acceptance.
