In 2021, the revised Law on Protection of Minors came to effect. Also in
that year, Agenda for Children's Development in China (2021-2030), China's
guiding policy of children's rights that renews every other decade, was issued.
The endeavor to protect the nation's minors therefore enacted a new epoch. We
regret to discover, however, that there is no dedicated research on the rights
conditions of LGBTIQ minors in China. To fill in the gap, this Research Report
digs into academic literature and second-hand materials, extracts major findings
from available studies on LGBTIQ minors, and integrates the data gathered by
Rainbow Anti-GBV Center in the course of its service provision. This Research
Report also aligns itself with relevant articles of Unites Nation's Convention on
the Rights of the Child, Law on Protection of Minors (2020 Revision), and Agenda
for Children's Development in China (2021-2030), in the effort to concisely
summarize and analyze the overall rights conditions of Chinese LGBTIQ minors.

This Research finds that, despite the ongoing advancement of laws and
policies, LGBTIQ minors still are confronted by multiple challenges in the aspects
of protection from violence, health rights, educational rights and cultural rights.
Domestic violence and school bullying are commonplace for LGBTIQ minors,
whereas responsible agencies dealing with the violence are oftentimes negligent
of their duty. On the right to health, sexual rights of LGBTIQ minors are not fully
defended; there is scant data on LGBTIQ minors affected by HIV/AIDS, while
HIV/AIDS prevention education proved to be minimal fruitful, and in some cases,
it aggravated the stigma imposed on people living with HIV/AIDS; medical needs
of trans and gender non-conforming children are under-estimated and under-
researched, while intersex children constantly face infringement of their body
sovereignty inflicted by genital mutilation/corrective surgery; LGBTIQ minors suffer
an inferior status of mental health compared to their non-LGBTIQ counterparts,



and when seeking help, their mental issues and crisis are likely worsened by the
discriminatory attitudes of medical systems and mental health professionals; the
persistence of coercive conversion therapy poses severe threat on physical and
mental wellbeing of LGBTIQ minors. On the right to education, LGBTIQ minors
are discriminated against in school environments due to their sexual and gender
identities, while schools fail to provide proper and sufficient educational resources
of gender diversity to students; public facilities in educational institutions are
incompatible and intolerant to LGBTIQ minors, denying the reasonable needs
of trans and intersex students in particular. And finally, on cultural rights, the
pervasive censorship of sexual and gender diversity contents deprives all minors
in China the access to accurate information and affirmative knowledge of gender
diversity.

To cope with the challenges described above, this Research suggests the
following solutions: Firstly, in terms of legislation and legal systems, lay down new
laws or amend laws in effect, explicitly making sexual orientation, gender identity
and expression, and sexual characteristics (SOGIESC) the prohibited grounds of
discrimination; adopt healthcare policies that have solid scientific basis and can
effectively meet medical needs of trans and intersex children; loosen censorship
of cultural products and contents of sexual and gender diversity; abolish
provisions in existing laws and regulations which are unfair or unjust to LGBTIQ
minors. Secondly, in respect to law enforcement, regulations of Law on Protection
of Minors and Anti-domestic Violence Law must be strictly implemented, ensuring
that domestic violence and school bullying against LGBTIQ minors are punished
firmly in accordance with the law; besides, responsible agencies dealing with the
violence must be sensitized by sexual and gender diversity trainings, in order
to enhance their work competence in related cases. And thirdly, in the areas of
social support and social attitudes, bring public attention to the conditions and
needs of LGBTIQ minors, forge ahead with the improvement of medical service
and public facilities; advocate for sexual and gender diversity and equality through
school education and the production of public cultural goods.

A nation's minors are crucial assets for national development in the future.
The protection of LGBTIQ minors’ rights complies with the commitments made
by Chinese government in relation to Convention on the Rights of the Child
and Transforming our World: The 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development. A
modernized and rejuvenated China inevitably calls for safeguarding its LGBTIQ
children as well. It is our wish that, to the cause of promoting wellbeing for
Chinese LGBTIQ minors, this Research could make a humble contribution.
